IN GOVERNMENT RELATIONS 

The Fellowship gives radiology residents direct personal exposure to the ACR’s government relations activities and the state and federal legislative and regulatory process.  The goal of the Fellowship is to better inform residents of the state and federal governmental factors, which play important roles in shaping the future of radiology in medicine and in America’s health care system. Second and Third year residents are preferred. Please note: If your state chapter already has a fellowship program in place, please go through your state chapter instead of applying through the ACR.  
The one-week program includes historical background on the Congressional legislative relationship with the radiology profession, an exposure to the ACR’s Government Relations Division and its relationship to the other activities conducted by ACR departments, and participation in meetings with members and staffs of Congress and federal regulatory agencies.  The Fellowship covers the cost of accommodations in the Washington, D.C. area.

Some individual reading and writing tasks may be assigned to the intern and the intern may be asked whenever practical to assume work duties that will actually contribute to the office’s work product.  The intern may also gain certain experiences outside the office to get exposure to other types of government relations operations.

The time of the one-week 2022-2023 Fellowship will be arranged with the resident to accommodate their training schedule. Three Fellowships are available for 2022-2023.

Applications must be e-mailed by August 26, 2022.  Residents will be notified some time in late September of the status of their application.
